
Rosa Parks Memorial Award

Rosa Parks (1913-2005) sat down so that others could stand up.  By refusing to give up her seat that fateful December 1, 1955, in Montgomery, Alabama, Rosa Parks set in motion a series of events that caused the racist system of legalized segregation to collapse.  It was a dangerous thing she did that day but not a random act.  Rosa Parks had been an NAACP activist for years.
NEA presents the Rosa Parks Memorial Award to a nominee who inspires others to champion the cause of human and civil rights. 
To be eligible for this award, the nominee must meet one or more of the following criteria:

1. Demonstrate the courage to challenge the status quo in order to achieve a just society for the disadvantaged.

2. Exemplify a nonviolent philosophy in pursuit of a better life for more minorities.

3. Inspire direct action in the cause of human and civil rights.

4. Contribute to the establishment of laws and policies that promote equal opportunities for minorities and the disadvantaged.
